After we decide to start 40 Day Purpose Driven Life, we then have to ask why we do it
and what we hope to accomplish. When we start this activity and walk together on this jour-
ney of spiritual growth, as a pastor, | hope to see the following objectives achieved.

1. GROWTH OF SPIRITUAL LIFE

Praise the Lord! In the last three years, we have implemented the daily Bible reading
plan. Some have finished reading the Bible in one year; some in two years. Some have cho-
sen to study the Bible by topics, and some still are not sure how to do it. When we start this
40 day activity to study the same spiritual book, we can build up each other. | hope more
members form a habit of quiet time and continue to do it on a daily basis, which will lay a
foundation for spiritual growth.

2. GROWTH OF CELL GROUPS

Right now we have 12 cell groups and fellowships, of which two have ceased to func-
tion at all. | pray that through this spiritual journey these two groups can start meeting again
and that all existing groups can improve their functions and new groups can be formed. One
important feature of this activity is that anyone, who is willing to lead a group, can invite
some Christians and friends who are interested in the Gospel to start this 40 day journey of
spiritual growth at home. We only have to meet once a week and spend 90 minutes or 2
hours, for 6 weeks, studying Purpose Driven Life for the purpose and meaning of life. By
forming new groups, we can expect the growth of cell groups.
3. MINISTRY BY LOCATION

Because Garden Grove, where EFCOC is located, is the center of Orange County, our
members come from all directions. If families in one location can communicate and care for



each other through the cell group, it is easier to expand our ministry. Thus it is inevitable to
put more emphasis on cell group ministry.
4. MOBILIZATION OF CHURCH

All Christians are endowed with certain spiritual gifts by God. An athlete has to prac-
tice every day to maintain his performance; if not, his performance will deteriorate. In the
same way, your spiritual gifts will deteriorate if you do not use them. Many people ask me
this question “How can | serve?” If you join the cell group, you’ll have many opportunities
to serve. Not only are you able to practice your gifts, you will build up the group and be-
come a blessing to others. If we all serve in the cell groups, the whole church will be mobi-
lized.

When | think about these objectives, | realize that the 40 Day Purpose Drive Life is a
great asset to our church. Please pray for these objectives and ask God to open your eyes to
see this picture of revival. Let us, united as a body, walk toward this vision and start the
journey of spiritual growth.
