THROUGH 40 DAYS OF PURPOSE, WHAT DO | WHAT TO CHANGE?

Christianity is about change and transformation. We need to transform our character,
temper, living style, worldview, working attitude, etc. If our faith does not transform us, then
our faith is dead. Through these 40 days, our prayer should be “God, how can I be changed?
If even you can’t change me, then | am finished.”” Use these 40 days to develop a habit o
drawing closer to God and listening to his voice.

A concrete example would
be a simple prayer: “God, | want to change. Please help me.” For example, exercise twice a
week for one hour. Pray 3 times a day using your daily scripture readlrég. Pray for the people
in the church that are in' need. Share with one person about your daily devotion and readin
reflections. Take a walk with your wife on a regular basis. ver%/ week, encourage 5 peo,o e
with praise and encouragement. The list goes on. The goal is to be transformed in a couple
of areas of our lives. | believe if we RUt effort into this, God will be faithful to hellp us
accomplish these goals.
